Double Fisherman's

One of the most secure ways to connect two
pieces of rope is with the fisherman's knot. For
crucial situations such as rock climbing and
search and rescue, the double and triple fisher-
man's knot have proved reliable. This knot is
particularly helpful because the knot lies rather
flat throughout the connection. This rope will
not slip or slide, which makes it a reliable
choice in critical situations.

Constrictor Knot

To bind or gather groups of objects, the con-
strictor knot will provide security for tempo-
rary and sempermanent situations. Because
the knot grips itself, it will not work itself
loose. However, the tightness that can be ex-
erted by the rope can damage the objects being
bound. This knot can also be used to close
open bags or packages shut. This knot will
come in handy in many circumstances and is
very reliable.
